ǐMin of Forestry: forest that has not been affected naturally (such as a 

natural disaster) or anthropogenically 

ǐMin of Environment: forest with high density as seen through satellite 

imagery

ǐThe scope of the 2-year suspension covers three dimensions 

ïBiophysical coverage, i.e., primary forest and all peatlands  

ïLicense types, all i.e. logging/HPH, timber plantation/HTI, mining, oil palm and 

other estate crops
